(questions) and 2 (spelling)
. Tuesday 12 May: English reading paper

Wednesday 13" May: Mathematics papers 1
(arithmetic) and 2 (reasoning)

Thwrsday 14% May: Mathematics paper 3
(reasoning)




How are the test administered?

The tests all take place in normal school time, under test

Pupils will not be allowed to talk to each other during the tests

The completed papers are sent away to he marked externally .

Results are returmned to school and will he sent out to parents with
their child's end of year report in July.




* A spelling test, administered verbally by the teacher,
contains 20 words.

* A separate test is given on grammar, punctuation and
vocahulary.

* This test lasts for 45 minutes and requires short answer

* Marks for these two tests are added together to give a
total for GPS.

* The reading test consists of a single test paper with three wurelated reading
texts of different gerues. Children are given 60 minutes in total, which
includes reading the texts and answering the questions.

* A total of 50 marks are avuilable.
* Questions are designed to assess the skills and comprehension of a child's
reading.

* Dwring the reading paper, a child's inference and deduction skills are
thoroughly tested. They will have to explain why an author has chosen to
use particular vocabulary, grommar and text featuwres.

* Some questions are multiple choice or selected response (1 mark); others
require short answers (1-2 marks) and some require an extended response or
explanation (2-3 marks).

* Children will sit three tests: paper 1, paper 2 and paper 3.

* Paper 1 is Arithmetic lasting for 30 minutes, covering calculation
methods for all operations, including use of fractions, percentages
and decimals.

* Papers 2 and 3 cover problem solving and reasoning, each lasting
for 40 minutes.

* Pupils will apply calculation skills to- answer questions in context
and decide what is required to find a solution.

* Pupils are not allowed to use a calculator for any of these papers

* Teachers will assess children's writing composition. Children's results for
English writing will be a judgement of their work throughout Year 6.

* Children's grammar, punctuation and spelling skills is part of the teacher
assessment of writing, but their creativity and writing style (language
choices) will also be evaluated.

 Schools will moderate their judgements with other local schools and may he
moderated by their Local Authorities too.



Year 6 Writing Checklist "

Each pupil receives:

* o row score (number of raw marks awarded);

* a scaled score in each tested subject;
 confumation of whether or not they attained the national standard.

What is meant by ‘scaled scores ?

It is planned that 100 will always represent the ‘national standard - Expected
(EXP).

Each pupil's raw test score will therefore he conwerted into a score on the scale,
either at, abhove or helow 100.

Using the scaled score, the lowest a child can score is 80 (NS), with the highest
heing 120

A child who achieves the ‘national standard (o score of 100+) will be judged to
have demonstrated sufficient knowledge in the areas assessed by the tests.

Promoting and maintaining high expectations
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* First and foremost, support and reassure yowr child that SATs are nothing to
worry about and they should always just try their best — but they do need to
work. Pruise and encouruge!

* Enswre your child has the hest possible attendance and punctuality at school.

* Support yowr child with any homework tasks — ask what they are doing and
could they show/teach you.

* Reading, spelling and arithmetic (e.g. times tahles) are alwoys good to practise.
* Talk to- yowr child about what they have leamt at school and what hook(s) they
are reading (the charucter, the plot, their opinion).

* Make sure your child has a good sleep and healthy breakfast every morming!




Help children not to feel worried or pressured ahout SATs. All that is asked
is that they try their hest, but please reassure children that the SATs should

not he causing anxiety. Do give lots of praise and encowrngement!

Support yowr children in reading for pleasuwre.

Help them to have early nights and o healthy diet. .
